Rully, Villamont, Burgundy, France 84

Matured in larger oak barrels for 10 months, this lively chardonnay has
aflinty personality. Like a Chablis but with more flesh & stays with
vivid apple & with anod to seductive nectarine

Chassagne-Montrachet 1er Cru, P Colin, Burgundy, France 98

One of the great names in white Burgundy. Colin makes sensationally
complete & balanced wines where richness of body & opulent fruit are
tightly bound together with nervy acidity & mineral aftertaste

Puligny-Montrachet 1er Cru, Bouzereau, Burgundy, France 174

The queen of Cote d’Or whites, Puligny wines are concentrated but stony with
notes of grilled almonds & hazelnut

Corton-Charlemagne Grand Cru, Morey-Blanc, Burgundy, France 230
(organic)

A grand cru from the chalky upper slopes of the hill of Corton, this has notes

of green fig, lime, green apple & stony minerals. Long & muscular

Batard-Montrachet Grand Cru, Thomas Morey, Burgundy, France 319
(organic)

Awine of Baroque intensity, this grand cru is a statement white Burgundy showing
buttered toast, grilled nuts, beeswax, ripe stone fruits & creamy vanilla

Rasteau, Gourt de Mautens 2000, Rhone, France
(organic)

Almost Port-like in concentration. Black olive, raspberry conserve,
wild herbs, dark chocolate & espresso coffee all vie for attention.
It’s big & mature, just like Daddy

Marquis de Mons 2015, Margaux, Bordeaux, France

The second label of Tour de Mons is made to a supple, perfumed &
fruit forward style. Toasty oak, cedar, cherry & cassis

Chateau d’Angludet, Margaux, Bordeaux, France

A perennial favourite for its charm & easy-going sophistication

Gevrey Chambertin 1er Cru, Vieux College, Burgundy, France
(organic)

Succulent pinot noir from the northern reaches of Cote d’Or, this starts
with smoky, spicy aromas, then gushes with leafy raspberries, notes

of wet earth & forest floor

Brunello Riserva, Poggio Antico, Tuscany, Italy

(organic)

Brunello impresses with its big structure combined with elegant, transparent
fruit which is reminiscent of Burgundy, but with broader tannins

L’Eglise Clinet, Pomerol, France

One of the superstars of this tiny appellation that brings things out in the
merlot grape that few other soils can. Opulent yet never over the top

Cabernet Sauvignon, Spottswoode, Napa, California, US
Anicon amongst icons in Napa’s hallowed vineyard, this cabernet is arrow
focused & its superb energy carries the deep blackcurrant fruit like a
laser across the palate. A masterpiece

Ornellaia, Tenuta del Ornellaia, Tuscany, Italy

Alandmark Super Tuscan based on a classic Bordeaux blend with cabernet
sauvignon playing the lead, this satisfying wine combines ripe fruit, tobacco,
liquorice, cocoa powder & sweet spice
